The story - a true story- moves right along and unfolds as it happened
and without hyperbole. Off the coast of Cape Cod in 1952 a killer winter storm with hurricane-force
winds and massive seas break not one, but two tired World War |l vintage tankers in two. The
stranded crews on the sinking derelicts desperately hope for rescue in these miserable conditions.
Coast Guard men responded without hesitation and put their own lives in extreme peril. The
characters do not consider themselves "heroes" - they are simply doing their duty; you get to know

them because of what they have done - and what they have done and their courage is incredible.



You CANNOT put this book down. Many non-fiction authors just tell the story leaving one to wonder
about what happened to the "characters" after the epic has passed. This is not the case here. In the
Epilogue and Acknowledgments sections - it's great to find out what happens to these people that
you've come to know in the pages of this book. The research was clearly extensive. Michael
Tougias and Casey Sherman working together have produced a tour-de-force - a work much

greater than the sum of its parts.
