This charming story is the first book in the classic Billy and Blaze
series. Author and illustrator Clarence William Anderson (1891-1971) is best-known for his "Billy and

Blaze" books which revolve around proper care of the horse while teaching a valuable lesson. All of



the tales which Anderson wrote were based on true events or people that he knew--only the plots
were fictitious. The Billy and Blaze stories are enjoyable, and the lively black and white illustrations
are incredibly beautiful and realistic. There are a total of eleven books about Billy and his horse.
Unfortunately, not all of them are in print. Aladdin publishes a set that includes eight of them. With
their simple but exciting text and emphasis on kind treatment to animals, they would make excellent

early readers for children in second to fourth grades.
